Prayer for Persecuted Christians 
Freedom of belief is a universal human right, yet an estimated one-third 
of the world's population suffers some form of religious persecution. Many 
in the United States do not realize that Christians are the most persecut-
ed group, having been targeted in 144 countries in 2016, up from 125 
nations just one year earlier, according to the Pew Research Center. An-
other organization, Aid to the Church in Need (ACN), issued a report in 
2017 that stated: "In terms of the number of people involved, the gravity 
of the crimes committed, and their impact, it is clear that the persecution 
of Christians today is worse than at any time in history." Sadly, conditions 
have not improved since 2017.  
 

The Knights of Columbus has called attention to the plight of our perse-
cuted brothers and sisters while providing financial assistance to Christian 
refugees around the globe since 2014. The Knights of Columbus Coun-
cil here at Sacred Heart Church is hosting the display of the newly 
commissioned icon called Our Lady Help of Persecuted Christians 
to raise awareness of this injustice and invite members of our 
church to offer their prayers to persecuted Christians everywhere. 
The icon will be on display in the church this week and will be part of our 
Mass celebrations this weekend. We invite you take a prayer card with 
the Prayer for Persecuted Christians and please keep in your hearts and 
prayers "those who are persecuted for the sake of righteousness."
